It can be left unpainted, painted,
or stained to match your home's decor.

If you desire to paint the frame around your door glass, we recommend:

1. For increased paint adhesion use adhesion promoting primer made for use with polypropylene.
2. Finish with an exterior grade acrylic latex paint. CAUTION - Apply paint in a well-ventilated area and follow
all paint manufacturer's cautions, warnings and instructions.
